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RESUMEN

L acorresponsabilidad, en la actualidad, se concibe como un principio
constitucional del novisimo constitucionalismo social y de la democracia que pue-
de ser ejercido en Venezuela, en los ambitos econdmico, social, politico, cultural,
geografico y militar; de acuerdo a la Constitucion vigente. Se presenta un marco
comprensivo de la Doctrina particular del Estado a través de perspectivas socio-
historicas, juridicas y politicas, que se refiere al estudio, comprension y analisis
desde el punto de vista de la evolucion histérica de un Estado particular: el Estado
venezolano. Se identificaron los antecedentes de la actual concepcion del Estado
a través de breves consideraciones sobre su origen y transformacion, se analiz6 la
redefinicion del Estado venezolano constitucionalmente prevista y los principios
constitucionales consagrados en la Constitucion vigente, concretamente, el de
corresponsabilidad, su relacion con la concepcion de Estado, y las propuestas que
prevén las Constituciones venezolanas de 1947, 1961 y 1999, en cuanto a dicho
principio.

It is presented a comprehensive
framework of the particular doctrine of
the State through socio-historical, legal
and political perspectives, which refers
to the study, understanding and
analysis from the viewpoint of historical
evolution of a particular State: the
Venezuelan State. So the background to
the current conception of the Venezuelan
State through brief considerations were
identified on its origin and transformation,
the constitutionally scheduled redefinition
of the Venezuelan State and constitutional
principles formally enshrined in the
Venezuelan Constitution of 1999 were
analyzed, specifically, the principle of
co-responsibility, their relationship with
the concept of State, and proposals
which are provided for the Venezuelan
Constitutions of 1947, 1961 and 1999,
with regard to such principle.
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
